PRIZE

A tuition assistance grant in the amount of three thousand dollars ($3,000) and a cash prize in the amount of
three hundred dollars ($300) will be awarded to a(tjuclgect winners in the separate categories of Female Vocalist and Male
Vocalist. Grant monies are supplie(t ctirectly to an accredited institution of tligtler learning where a winner is actua”y
acceptect and enrolled within two years of date of graduation from tligtl school. A cash prize in the amount of one hundred
dollars ($100) will be awarded to each remaining entrant who competes. All participants will be recognizect for their

achievement with certificates.

ELIGIBILITY

Senior tligtl students (gractes 11-12) of Afro-ethnic descent who are U.S. citizens or permanent residents currently
atten(ting school in any district of the states of Connecticut, Maine, Massachusetts, New Hampstlire, Rhode Island and
Vermont are etigit)le. Individuals who are currently contracted with musical or theatrical professional management are not
eligible. Previous recipients of any GRADY-RAYAM PRIZE tuition assistance grant are not eligilole to return to competition.

REPERTOIRE

Each entrant will be requirecl to pertorm two songs, one assignect and one selected. Entrants will be sent stu(ty copy
of the assigne(t plece, which will be pertormed to the accompaniment of a single tzeyt)oar(t instrument (acoustic piano) using
a staff accompanist. Entrants will be sent a list of songs recognized as Negro spirituals to assist them in ctloosing a second
selection to be pertorme(t to the accompaniment of a single lzey]aoar(t instrument (acoustic piano) using an accompanist
ttley have secured. Entrants are requirect to provicte an original score to this selection for use t)y the juclges. Entrants will

be requirecl to pertorm from memory. A panel of three ju(tges will sit at each site.

COMPETITION
The competition will be held Satur(tay, 10th April 2010 at Salem State College in Salem, Massachusetts. This

competition will be open to 20 singers maximum — 10 males and 10 females. Entrants are requirecl to submit l)iograptlical

statement on the ctay of competition. Decisions of the ju(tges are final.
Performance Criteria

Competitors will be evaluated in three areas of pertormance t)y a panel of ju(tges cach of whom will separately award numerical

scores using an established point system.
1. Points will be awarded for Tectlni_que based upon tone quality, intonation, and vocal production.

2. Points will be awarded for Musicianstlip/Artistry based upon inflection, diction, auttlenticity, rtlyttlmic energy, and

memorization.
3. Points will be awarded for Stage Presence based upon demeanor, posture, and sincerity of ctelivery.

In the first round each vocalist will pertorm the required piece, which the juctges will separately evaluate t)y points. In the second

round each vocalist will pertorm a selected piece, which will in turn be evaluated t)y points.
